Telephone Conversation between PM and President of the Republic of Uganda

Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi had a telephone conversation today with H.E. President
Yoweri Kaguta Museveni of the Republic of Uganda.

The two leaders discussed the health and economic challenges arising out of the COVID-
